Noh-men (Noh mask)

There are about 80 types of masks used in
Noh plays. They are carved out of cypress
wood using a variety of chisels, after which
they are painted with whitewash and glue.
Next the entire surface is carefully sanded. S E—
The eyes, eyebrows and hair are drawn with
ink, and the lips are painted with red ink and
vermillion pigment, adding expression. Noh
mask making is a traditional craft that brings
together sculpture and painting and requires
special techniques for lacquering the back of
the mask, metal working for the eyes and
teeth, and for attaching hair.
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
