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Traditional Industries of Kyoto

The only tool needed to make traditional
wire netting crafts is a base with nails
attached. The wire is knitted around the
nails. The wire can be twisted many
times in order to make whatever kind of 4+
weave the craftsmen wishes to make,
and the fact that it can be redone as
required is an advantage of the method.
Besides their time-tested use in the
kitchen, in recent years these crafts are
being used as containers for food and
for other miscellaneous purposes.
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
